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Phra Sang: The Hero's Journey
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Abstract

The purposes of this study are to analyse the character of
Phra Sang in the Sang 7ong, a drama composed by King Rama II, according
Joseph Campbell's theory of the hero's Journey, and to study the Paradoxical
character of Phra Sang.
